Administrative Privileges Contract

As you know, most users of school-owned computers do not have administrative privileges.  One of those privileges is the right to install and/or update software. You have requested that we grant your account administrative privileges.

Receiving administrative privileges requires that you agree to the following:

· I am fully responsible for the software-based functionality of my computer. If a problem arises that is not hardware-related, my machine will be restored to the current baseline Faculty image.

· I am fully responsible for backing up my data. In the event of a non-hardware related malfunction, the Information Technology (IT) department will not attempt to recover my data, as it is my sole responsibility as an administrative user.

· I agree that Wyoming Seminary will not be responsible for any unlicensed software that I install onto my school-owned computer. I personally assume full legal responsibility and liability for the licensing of any software on my computer that has not been installed and approved by Wyoming Seminary.

· I agree that the IT department must pre-approve any software purchased with school funds.

· I agree to adhere to the school policy forbidding the use of any type of file sharing software that allows free downloads of copyrighted material.

· i.e. Limewire, BitTorrent, etc.

· I agree to keep the IT administrative account active, and to maintain the ability of the IT department to remote into my machine whenever necessary.

· I agree that while operating system updates will be supplied to me, it is my sole responsibility to update software applications as necessary.

· I agree that this administrative privilege is a not a right and can be revoked by the IT department at any time, provided just cause for such revocation is presented.


By signing this contract, I agree to accept the responsibilities outlined above. Administrative privileges will be granted to my school-owned computer, for use during my employment at Wyoming Seminary.
